After the 2013-15 experiences at the Biennale Arte, the Holy See has
announced it participates in 2018 for the first time at the Venice Biennale
Architettura with a pavilion spread through the picturesque wood on the
island of San Giorgio Maggiore. Promoted by Cardinal Ravasi and curated
by Francesco Dal Co and Micol Forti, the project is inspired by Gunnar
Asplund’s 1920 Woodland Chapel in the cemetery of Stockholm. Ten
chapels by major architects will be built before being reused after the
exhibition. The surrounding natural space will be protected and respected

(26 May — 25 Now).
